1.1 Cabinet will be aware that Councillor Val Histed has resigned from the Cabinet and
Councillor Tony Johnson has been appointed as the Conservative Group Cabinet
Member for the remainder of 2007/08 to fill the resultant vacancy. The decision to
appoint Councillor Johnson was taken by means of the Council’s urgent business
provisions in order to avoid the requirement to allocate portfolio responsibilities on an
interim basis and will be reported to the next meeting of full Council.
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2.0 Proposal Details

2.1 The Leader has indicated that Councillor Johnson will take on the Cabinet portfolio
responsibilities relinquished by Councillor Histed.

2.2 Councillor Histed was appointed to a humber of outside bodies and partnerships by
virtue of her role as Cabinet Member with responsibility for Social Environment, Rural
Areas and Community Planning.

2.3 It is now for Cabinet to decide the reallocation of these appointments as follows:
