RECOMMENDATIONS  
 

(1) That Council reviews its Councillors’ Allowances Scheme and, in doing so, 
considers the attached report and recommendations of the Independent 
Remuneration Panel (IRP). 

 
The IRPs recommendations for amendments to the scheme are as follows: 
 

With regard to the Basic Allowance:  
 

(1) That the basic allowance be increased by 3% from £4,200pa to £4,326pa 
with effect from 5 April 2024.   
 

(2) That, for future years, the IRP will review the level of basic allowance and 
make a recommendation to Council for consideration at its January 
meeting.  

 
With regard to Special Responsibility Allowances (including the Mayor/Deputy 
Mayor allowances): 

 
(3) That Special Responsibility Allowances (SRAs) be increased by 3% with 

effect from 6 April 2024. 
 

(4) That, for future years, the IRP will review the level of SRAs and make 
recommendations to Council for consideration at its January meeting. 

 
With regard to the Dependents Carers Allowance: 

 
(5) To reconfirm that the Dependents Carers Allowance should allow for 

reimbursement of up to a maximum of the Real Living Wage as determined 
by the Living Wage Foundation (currently £12.00 per hour).

1.1 Local authorities are required to establish and maintain an Independent Remuneration 

Panel to provide them with recommendations on a scheme of allowances to be paid to 
members and others.  The authority must have regard to the recommendations of its 
IRP before it makes or amends its members’ allowance scheme. 

 
2.0 The Review 
 
2.1 A full review is carried out every four years prior to elections. In the years between 

elections the IRP carries out ‘light touch’ reviews, taking into account any matters raised 
by Councillors and reviewing the rates of remuneration. Full details are in the IRP’s 
report attached.

3.1 Members are requested to have regard to the report of the IRP when setting a scheme 

for Members’ Allowances.
